To motormen of the Chicago Surface
Linies who feel that they are unable to
rednee their kilowatt hoor per car mile
consumption records and who do not see
how the aother fellow does it, the hrat
lesson for them to learn is the art of
coasting and to know when and where to
bring it intn practice.

Un every line of this great system there
is at least one and in many cnses, sev-
ernl, stretehes of track aond roadway
where the congestion and traffic is such
that it does not materinlly interfere with
the practive of the best methods of coast-
ing. 1t i5s along these ideal stretehes of
fromn one=hall (o one mile and more,
where the average number ol stups per
mile is seldom made, that your efforts
with power saving and good car operas
tipn  go hand o hand  with scientific
coasting.

Taking advantage of these places every
time vou go through them in the course
of your run, congideralily affects your en-
tire day's power consumption record.
These stretches shonld be considered the
practice grounds of good car operation,
which when mastersd it becomes natural
for you to do all aleng the line. It is
even possible to epast inothe smost on-
gested districts if it is done seientifcally
So pick out these practice grounds on the
line andd take advantage of them.
