Become Permanent Holders of the Sterling Silver Car at Big
Banquet at the Stevens

Division Superintendent Hays

At a dinner atténded by approximately
2,000 Chicago Surface Lines employes
and officials at the Stevens Hotel, Thurs-
day evening, March 26, high honor was
paid to 8984 trainmen who had no
chargeable accidents during the last fiscal
year. This is 76 per cent of the entire
train force. Unstinted praise also was
given to Superintendent Hays, Assistant
Superintendent Zage and the men at Lin-
coln Avenue, who won the silver car
trophy and will retain it permanently be-
cause it was their third victory in the
accident prevention contest.

The meeting - was presided over by
William Pasche, supervisor of accident
prevention, and officials of the company
and of Division 241 were seated at the
speaker’s table. Mr. Pasche briefly re-
viewed some of the outstanding features
in the accident report for the year and
introduced William Quinlan, president of
Division 241, who spoke on the advan-
tage of accident prevention work.

Mr. Quinlan told the men that he was
not entirely sold on the accident preven-
tion program when it was first inau-
gurated six years ago, but that he soon
found it was to the great advantage of
everyone in the organization to co-op-
erate in this effort to reduce accidents.

Mr. Richardson Praises Men

Mr. Richardson was unable to be pres-
ent because of illness, but his address was
read by Mr. Evenson. In it, Mr. Richard-
son congratulated the men on the splen-
did record for the year.
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Vice President Richardson

After paying his respects to the 8984
trainmen who operated during the twelve
months without a single chargeable acci-
dent, he pointed out that there had been
a reduction of more than 21 per cent in
the number of accidents reported in 1930
as compared with 1929. He declared
that no one would have dreamed at the
time of the first annual accident preven-
tion meeting six years ago that any such
outstanding result would be at all possible.

“TIn 1927, the first year in which records were
kept of no-accident trainmen,” Mr. Richardson
said, “we were all surprised to find that there
were 5,441 men who had operated during the
year without chargeable accidents. That was
such a large number that we felt it would be
next to impossible to increase it. At the end
of 1928, however, we found the number of no-
accident trainmen for that year had reached
the total of 6,420. During 1929 the number
grew to 7,915 and now we have this tremendous
total of 8,984 for 1930. Of this number 3,969
are motormen and 5,015 conductors.

Seventy-six ‘Per Cent

“When you stop to consider that this means
that 76 per cent of all of the trainmen in the
Chicago Surface Lines’ service operated on the
congested streets of Chicago last year with-
out a single chargeable accident, you can real-
ize more fully the significance of these figures.

“The permanence of accident prevention work
is illustrated very forcefully by the fact that a
large number of these men have operated over
a period of years without any chargeable acci-
dents at all. Of the entire group, 6,184 men
have had no chargeable accidents for two years;
4,027 for three years and 2,525 men for four
years. [ submit that no group of transporta-
tion men operating under similar conditions
ever made a finer record than this.

“Remember that this record was made in

streets filled with rapidly moving automotive
vehicles and under traffic conditions calculated
to test daily the judgment, alertness and effi-
ciency of the trainman. The value of training
and experience in accident prevention eannot be
over estimated. Of the men who have had no
chargeable accidents for four years, 75 per cent
have been in the train service for ten years or
more. These older men also constitute 69 per
cent of the three-year no-accident group, 64
per cent of the two-year no-accident group
and 57 per cent of the one-year no-accident
group. There is, therefore, a direct relation
between the small percentage of turnover in
our train force and the good accident preven-
tion record the men are making.

Low Fatality Record

“T'he number of fatalities on the Surface
Lines in 1930 was the lowest since unification
in 1914, with the one exception of 1928. Dur-
ing the first five years of unification—1914-19—
there were 33 per cent more fatalities on the
system than in the last five years—1926-30—or
putting it the other way, there were 25 per
cent less fatalities in the last five years than
in the first five years, although there was an
increase in this later period of 20 per cent in
car miles operated, approximately 5 per cent
in speed of operation and there were more than
thirteen times as many automobiles and other
vehicles on the streets of Chicago than during
the first five-year period.

Superintendent Evenson

“In spite of the tremendous increase in con-
gestion in the streets, the total number of acci-
dents reported last year is practically the same
as the number reported in 1914.

“In this connection it is interesting to note
that our bus operation, which during the year
grew from a small infant to a fair-sized child,
established a splendid record in accident pre-
vention. Bus operators drove their vehicles

Car Collisions Cut in Half

“The best record in the history of the Sur-
face Lines organization in the car collision
class of accident was made last year, with a
decrease of 59 per cent as compared with the
same period in 1929. In 1914 there were 998
car collisions on the system, or one collision to
every 110,700 miles operated, while in 1930
there were only 118 car collisions, or one to 1,-
114,000 miles operated. This is a decrease of
880 car collisions last year as compared with
the first year of unification and an increase of
more than ten times the number of miles op-
erated per collision.

“Collisions with automobiles and other ve-
hicles dropped off 30 per cent last year as
compared with the previous year. This class
of accidents reached its highest point in 1926
and has béeén steadily decreasing since that time.
There was also a decrease of 16 per cent in the
number of employes injured while on duty, an-
other class of accidents which has been steadily
decreased durine the last five years. Approxi-
mately 400 fewer employes were injured on the
property last year than in 1929.

“Success has attended our efforts to prevent
the loss of eyesight by encouraging the wear-
ing of safety goggles. Thirteen eyes were
saved in this way last year. The glass of the
goggles protected the eyes from blows which
would have meant blindness. In the last four
years 71 eyes have been saved by the co-opera-
tion of the men engaged in work where wearing
of safety glasses is required.”

Favors Drivers’ Licenses
Mr. Richardson recalled that the splen-
did accident prevention record of last
year was made in spite of the fact that
the organization was put to its severest

test in March of that year by the worst
blizzard and snowstorm in the history of
Chicago. In declaring that “the safest
place in the streets is on Chicago Surface
Lines cars,” he took occasion to urge the
curbing of reckless automobile drivers.
“Our trainmen are a select group chosen
in the first place because of their fitness for the
work in which they are engaged and afterwards

thoroughly trained in operation and in prac-
tices which result in safe transportation,” Mr.

William Pasche
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Richardson said. “In spite of all of their ef-
forts to avoid collisions with other vehicles,
however, there is the constant hazard of acci-
dents resulting from carelessly or recklessly
driven automobiles and trucks.

“For a number of years efforts have been made
in Illinois to obtain legislation requiring some
kind of examination of the fitness of automo-
bile drivers before they are granted permission
to use the streets and to provide for the with-
drawal of their driver’s licenses when they have
shown that they are grossly reckless or care-
less. Bills are now pending in the state legis-
lature at Springfield requiring the licensing of
all automobile drivers. I believe the passage
of this legislation would result in a marked de-
crease in the hazards of street traffic.”

A high tribute was paid to Messrs.
Hays and Zage in awarding the Silver
Car Trophy to Lincoln and before Mr.
Hays responded for his men two thou-
sand voices were raised in a song spe-
cially written for and dedicated to the
winners.

As the silver car trophy now hecomes
the permanent property of Division No.
11, Lincoln Avenue, it was necessary to
establish a new prize for the accident
prevention contest among the stations.
This prize consists of one of the finest
radio and announcement sets that can be
purchased at any price. A sample set
was on display at the dinner and Mr.
Pasche announced that if a division hav-
ing two car stations should be successful
in the contest this year, each of the sta-
tions will get one of these sets.

More Eyes Saved

From time to time, the editor of Sur-
FACE SERVICE is the recipient of a pair of
goggles, lens shatt.cr.cd, accompanied by
a brief report describing how the goggles
were broken. Description of the accident
is usually very brief, but invariably end

with the sentence, “He did not receive
any eye injury.” Thus, in a few words
telling that the wearer of these goggles
had by using a little bit of common sense,
practicing a bit of caution, probably had
escaped untold misery and suffering.

These goggles are at everyone's com-
mand and can easily be obtained. Play
safe, wear your goggles, it will do no
harm to do so, probably a lot vl good.

[following are five cases of men work-
ing with their goggles on when flying
pieces of concrete shattered the safety
lens, but causing no injury to the eye:

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ductors.  Surveys made within the last
few days show a great reduction in the
number of improperly punched or invalid
transfers accepted as compared with a
month or two ago.

Nevertheless, there are still too many
violations of transfer rules.

In all fairness, it must be admitted that
when conductors are hurried in their
work at busy transfer points it is perhaps
physically impossible for them to avoid a
few errors, but this does not excuse the
conductor who habitually collects trans-
fers without looking at them carefully
to see whether or not they are valid. A
comparatively few conductors are respon-
sible for the greatest number of mistakes
of this kind and these conductors are
costing the company thousands of dollars
annually by permitting passengers to
ride on transfers when they should be re-
quired to pay a fare. One of the greatest
sources of leakage in revenue is due to
this one cause.

Close Check Is Kept

I would like to emphasize again that
the checking up of conductors on trans-
fers is not a spasmodic campaign, but
has become a part of the routine of the
transportation department. It is highly
important to the company to check this
leakage and of course it is just as impor-
tant to the employes of the company, for
their interests are bound up in the finan-
cial success of the Surface Lines.

A remarkable feature of the improve-
ment in preventing transfer frauds is that
the number of complaints from passen-
gers has not materially increased. This
indicates that conductors in refusine to
accept invalid transfers are exercising
good judgment in the manner in which
they refuse.

Most of the patrons of the Chicago
Surface Lines are familiar with the rules
relative to the acceptance of transfers,
and those who are not are generally fair
when the rules are explained to them. A
little firmness on the part of the con-
ductor, modified by a courteous manner,
will avoid complaint if a passenger pre-
sents a transfer that is not good. The
fair-minded man can be made to under-
stand the rules by a word of courteous
explanation.

Greater care in punching transfers has
no doubt contributed considerably

toward the reduction in the number of
invalid transfers collected. The passen-
ger has good reason for complaint if the
conductor issuing the transfer has
punched it improperly, causing him em-
barrassment and possibly costing him an
additional fare when he attempts to exer-
cise has right to continue his trip on an-
other car.

Here again the conductor taking up the
transfer must use good judgment. In all
cases of uncertainty as to whether or not
the passenger or the conductor issuing
the transfer is to blame, the passenger
should be given the benefit of the doubt.

A Customer Complains

There are still a great many complaints
of passing up passengers and closing the
door before all intending passengers have
boarded the car. In a typical letter re-
ceived recently a passenger complains of
having had the door closed in his face
several times by conductors at Madison
and Clinton Streets. IHe says:

“I was just as much a customer as if
[ had gone into Carson Pirie Scott’s, or
Mandel’s or Iield’s and wanted to buy
something.  How would you like it if

you went into a store and had them shut
the door in your face because the pro-
prietor or clerk wanted to go home?
Your Madison Street line is the worst
one in Chicago for that kind of trouble.”

save thousands of dollars in property
damage.

The records last year demonstrated
that care and thought were effective in
reductions in practically every class of
accidents, and went far to prove the con-
tention that one of the safest places in
Chicago.is on a street car. It is con-
fidently believed that 1931 will see this
claim more firmly established.
