Total of 7,173 Motormen and Conductors
End Year Without Chargeable Accident

Operators of Surface Lines cars and buscs
again, in the fiscal year ended January 31,
1935, demonstrated the fact that an over-
whelming majority of them are safety-minded.
A total of 7,173 motormen and conductors
completed the year without a single charge-
able accident. While this total is less by 289
than the total for the previous year, it is a
remarkably good showing.

Of the total of 7,173, 6,145 had no charge-
able accidents for two years, 5493 for threc
years, 5032 for four years, 4,439 for five ycars,
3,799 for six years, 3,214 for seven ycars, and
1,168 for eight years. T'o have made a record
of operation in the congested streets of Chi-
cago over so many years without a single
chargeable accident is deserving of the high-
est commendation.

New Rules on Reports

The procedure for handling accident briefs
and statistics has been revised this year, and
it is believed that this will be very beneficial
from the accident prevention standpoint. Un-
der this new procedure, which went into effect
on March 1, all accident briefs are sent to the
division superintendent who marks them in
accordance with his understanding of the ac-
cident as outlined on the briefs. All of these
reports are then investigated by the accident
investigation department and then, based on
the results of this investigation, they arc
marked chargeable, non-chargeable, or clas-
sifiecd under the heading of incidents. This
latter classification includes reports, accom-
panied by names of witnesses, covering inci-
dents over which the trainmen had no possible
control and which might not otherwise be re-
ported because of their apparent insignificance
or complete removal from the zone of com-
pany interests.  Reports of this nature are
arcatly to the credit of the trainmen.

It is highly important that accurate facts
and names of witnesses be given on all acci-
dents or incidents which might be construed
as accidents.  All of the questions on the
blank form for cvery type of accident should
be answered and in addition a detailed state-
ment of the accident should be included in the
space provided for it.

Must Have All Facts

The reason for this is apparent. Unless
the accident investigation department has all
of the facts and is able to interview witnesses
in substantiation of the facts, it is impossible
for investigators to determine whether or not
there has been any liability on the part of
the company, and il there has been, to decide
upon the extent of the liability.

A passenger in approaching a car to board
or in going from the car to the curb may
stumble and fall. This is not an accident in
which there is any liability on the part of the
company.

Nevertheless, many claims are filed in cases
of this kind and unless the accident investiga-
tion department has previous knowledge of
the incident, together with the names of wit-
nesses, it is very difficult to establish the fact
that the company was not liable. The absolute
truthfulness of reports also is essential in deal-
ing with any accident claim. An attempt on
the part ol the trainman to deny responsi-
bility where the responsibility exists, is mis-
leading to the accident investigation depart-
ment and may result in more heavy liability
than would otherwise be justified.

Trainmen must realize, as Mr. Evenson
pointed out at the depot meetings last month,
that every accident report they turn in to the
division superintendent  will be checked thor-
oughly. They must understand also that fail-
ure to report accidents or incidents, which may
lead to claims being filed against the company,
is a very serious matter.

BROOKLYN BUYS NEW CARS

At a time when an effort is being made to
make it appear that buses are supplanting
street cars in Greater New York, the Brook-
lvn and Queens Transit Corporation has just
asked for proposals on the construction of
500 new street cars of the latest design. The
proposals are based on the understanding that
100 cars are to be delivered within six to
twelve months, and if 300 to 500 cars are
ordered the delivery is to be made within
cighteen months.
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Not So Gay in the Gay 90’s

Long Hours and Low Pay of Street Car Men
Told in Council Report

In connection with the seventy-sixth anni-
versary of the beginning of street car service
in Chicago on April 25 a report made by a
special committee of the City Council in 1898
on various phases of street car operation is
interesting. The committee was composed of
John Maynard Harlan, William S. Jackson,
Adolphus W. Maltby, William 7T. Maypoele
and Carter H. Harrison, Mayor and ex-officio
chairman,

The report reflects the confused traction
situation at that time with numerous com-
panies serving various sections of the city,
with no transfers between the properties of
the various companies, and with no through
service from one end of the city to the other.
‘While the fare was 5 cents, it was often neces-
sary to pay two or three fares in order to
reach one’s destination.

Wage Situation Discussed

One of the most interesting discussions in
the report relates to wages and working con-
ditions of trainmen. Gripmen on the cable
lines were required to deposit $50 and con-
ductors $80 as a guarantee fund against dam-
ages to the property or accidents. The grip-
men received 6 per cent interest on their
deposit but conductors received none on theirs.

“The gripmen and conductors on the cable
lines of the Chicago City Railway Company,”
the report states, “appear to enjoy better con-
ditions of employment than obtained on any
other lines in the city. They receive in some
cases twenty-five cents, but usually from
twenty-eight to thirty cents per hour, and
work on an average about ten hours per day.
Conductors and motormen on the electric
trolley lines receive twenty-one cents per hour
and work on an average between ten and
cleven hours per day.

Eleven Hours a Day

“The average hours of work of the men who
operate the lines of the North Chicago Street
Railroad Company seem to range pretty close
to eleven per day, not including time for
meals, and the wages vary considerably. Con-
ductors and motormen who have full runs,
that is, who work continuously from morn-
ing until evening, start at $1.50 per day; after
three months their pay is raised to $1.75, and
after six months to $2.00, which is the limit,
except that those who have been in the serv-
ice two years receive $2.25 per day.

“Employees of the West Chicago Street
Railroad Company having regular full runs
work on an average about eleven hours per
day, not including time for meals. On the
cable lines, conductors and gripmen both re-
ceive twenty-three cents per hour, though
during the first three months of service con-
ductors receive but seventeen cents per hour.
On the electric trolley lines the pay for both
conductors and motormen is twenty-one cents
per hour.”

READY FOR GARDEN CONTEST

Committee Announces Plans for Garden
Displays at Car Depots and Loops

With the advent of warm weather, garden-
ers at the various Surface Lines properties
throughout the city will begin preparing their
flower beds and other plantings for the An-
nual Garden Contest. Early indications are
that the contest will be more interesting this
year than ever before.

The Garden Committee composed of Messrs.
I*. M. Hamilton, chairman, J. V. Sullivan and
H. O. Crews, after consulting with the heads
of departments, has decided to make very few
changes in the rules of the contest. The com-
mittee and the management were greatly
pleased with the displays last year and hope to
see equally interesting and beautiful gardens
again this season.

Specialization Urged

“Among other things,” Mr. Hamilton says,
“we are hoping that some of the gardeners
will take a special interest in growing and per-
fecting some particular type of flower. This
was done a few years ago with very interest-
ing results. Several of the gardeners special-
ized in growing salpiglossis and one gardener,
Ernest Phillips at Noble, produced a number
of these plants 40 inches high and 3 feet in
circumference.

“It is not the intention to make any addi-
tions to the present planting space.”

Groupings Announced

Because of differing conditions at the vari-
ous car houses and loops, blue and red ribbons
will be awarded to the best and second best
gardens in each of the following groups:

Group One—Car houses whose enclosed
area permits of extensive planting of beds,
borders and grass plots. These include Burn-
side, Devon and Noble.

Group Two—Car houses, the enclosed area
of which permits only a limited planting of
beds, borders and grass plots. These include
77th Street, Kedzie, LLawndale, North Avenue
and Armitage.

Group Three—Car houses whose possibili-
ties are restricted to window boxes and beau-
tifying parking strips. These include Limits,

69th Street, Blue Island, Division, FElston,
Lincoln, Archer and Cottage Grove.
Group Four—ILoop and station plantings.

Madison and Austin loop, Milwaukee and Im-
lay loop, 39th and Halsted loop and Archer
and Cicero loop.

Group Five—DParticular excellence in grow-
ing any certain variety of flower. In making
this award consideration will be given to
height of the plant, number and size of
blooms, condition of foliage, etc.

After our boat docked at Leningrad and the
Soviet officials completed their routine in-
vestigation, they took up our passports and re-
turned after a few hours and gave us small slips
of paper, which were to serve as passes at the
vate of the docks. This
happened on a Sunday and 1
found that the State Bank
was closed, so I borrowed
twenty kopeeks (20 cents)
from a Russian woman
who was employed in the
customs office. She could
understand a little Knglish
and 1 explained my case
to her and she was glad
to advance the loan until 1
could exchange some Swe-
dish crows for rubles the

WENT AROUND WORLD

After he rececived his degree from the
University of IHlinois in 1930, he decided
to travel before settling down. He went to
New York and got a job as a “work-away”
on a ship sailing for Copenhagen.

following day.

Out of the gate I went,
under the sharp eyes of
the guards, who were on a keen lookout for
any kind of smuggling. I saw a crowd of pcople
standing on the corner waiting for the local
transportation to take them away from the
docks. '

Then, after a few minutes’ wait, I noticed
one of the cars coming down the street in a
very leisurely manner, with a stout lady about
50 years old at the controls. The car seemed
to be a cross between the Toonerville trolley
and one of the carly Chicago cars that had
the open platforms. On the blind side of the
platform there was an iron gate to keep the
passengers from being pushed off into the
street in rush hours, and it seemed to me that
all hours were rush hours.

The Woman Wins

The car came to a slow stop and several
passengers alighted from the front platform
while a few boarded at the rear with much
crowding and shoving. Just as the car started to
move | saw a young man and a young woman
make a dash for the one vacant place, on the
front end of the rear step. Neither would grant
the right of way to the other and they both
jumped for the step at the same time. The
collision that followed resulted in a victory for
the girl, as she had thrown hey left hip against
the man in such a way as to send him rolling
into the street. The car moved on around the
corner, the girl waving derisively to the man
who was sprawled in the gutter. T'his was my
first experience with the Russian rules of sex
cquality and the survival of the fittest. It is
every man—and woman—for himself or her-
self.

After waiting for two or three cars to pass,
[ figured that it was safe to board one that had
a little room on the rear platform.

Girl Is Conductor
Another surprise greeted me when I saw that
the conductor was a young girl of about 16
years of age. She was saying something like

“hee-yet,” “bee-yet,” so 1 said, “Be what?” She
answered “bee-yet,” so 1 decided she under-
stood what I had said to her and gave her ten
of the twenty kopecks I had borrowed. She
pulled a small strip of paper from a roll that
was in a metal container fastened to her waist,
tore a small slit in one end and gave it to mec.
FFach time the rear door was opened I was al-
most gassed by the thick, foul air that came
rushing out of the inside of the car.

There is a strict rule that all passengers must
board at the rear and alight at the front, which
means that it is necessary to pass through the
car sometime during the trip. The absence of
handkerchiefs is noticed at once. Those with
colds—and most of the passengers seem to
have them—Dblow the secretion from their noses
directly onto the floor, cleaning one nostril at
a time and then wiping a coat sleeve across the
nose. The problem is to get through a packed
car without having your clothes coated.

Six times during the nine-mile trip to the
center of the town, inspectors came through the
car to ascertain that every passenger had the
right kind of a ticket. The inspector might be
a man, woman, boy or girl, vested with the
authority to collect a five ruble fine from any-
one found violating the rules regarding proper
tickets on the cars. Every inspector puts an-
other slit in the ticket to show that it has been
checked again, so that by the time one’s trip
is ended he has just a shred of paper to show
for his passage or transfer to another car,

There are no cross seats on the Russian cars,
only longitudinal seats being used. This allows
much more standing room, or I should say that
it allows more humanity to be jammed into
cach square foot of space.

Rushed by Crowd

One afternoon the radio operator on the ship
and 1 were out seeing Leningrad by street car
and he refused to pass through the car to
alight at the front. I told him that we would
have to take a chance on our lives if we got
off at the rear, but we decided to risk it. As
we were approaching the transfer point, 1
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wormed my way to the edge of the platform
where I saw a crowd waiting to board, perhaps
a hundred or more, so I jumped nght into the
mob just as the car was coming to a stop. I
was carried backward by the onrush and pushed
against the step, but managed to get out of
the jam. “Sparks,” the radio operator, was not
as lucky as I was. He could not get off, al-
though he was no weakling. So that we would
not be separated, I ran to the next corner and
saw my companion emerging from the mob on
the rear platform and he looked like a chick
pecking its way to the light of the world. I
noticed that he had lost all the buttons from
his sweater in the attempt to get off. After
that we decided it might be a good idea to do
as Russians do when in Leningrad and get off
the car at the front.

When the traffic has a little lull, all the
passengers enter the car and the conductor
comes inside and sells tickets to the people.

Shortly after we left Russia, I noticed that
I had some swelling on my shoulder and a
close inspection revealed the fact that some
fleas had adopted me as a place of residence.
Since I was not interested in training them to
do tricks, I took a good hot bath and changed
all my clothing. For some reason or other it
seems that the fleas go for me in a big way, as
I am sure to have some of them for visitors if
I get within jumping distance from some per-
son who is inhabited.

EMPLOYES RELIEF FUND
March 1935

The Surface Lines Employes Relief Com-
mittee held four sessions during the month,
at which ten applications were considered. Of
this number there was one emergency case on
which the committee authorized immediate
action, and four applications were approved
for weekly relief payments, making a total
of 265 cases on the list at this time.

Checks totalling $12,505 were distributed.
This sum, together with distributions since
December, 1930, heretofore reported, makes a
total of $584,633.78 paid to Chicago Surface
Lines employes to date.

The Surface Lines Relief Committee, in
addition to the above disbursements, paid a
total of $120,000 to the Joint Emergency Re-
lief Association during the period from No-
vember, 1931, up to and including October,
1932, making the total expenditures by this
committee for relief to date $704,633.78.

cities in the world. In a little more than
one hundred years it has become the sec-
ond city in the United States and the
fourth largest city in the world.

During three-fourths of this century of
achievement, street cars have served the
people of Chicago. On April 25, 1859—
just 76 years ago—service began on the
first street car line in the city. It was a
little stretch of track on State street and
the service was provided with bobtail
horse cars drawn by one horse.

In the 76 years that street cars have
served Chicago, they have been the most
important factor in the building of the
metropolis.

Arthur IEvans, special writer for the
Chicago Tribune, in one of his articles
recently pointed out that the map of pop-
ulation density prepared by the Chicago
“shows
the bulk of population follows the rails.”
As street car lines have been

Regional Planning Commission,

extended
into new territory, population has fol-
lowed them.

Often these extensions went through
miles of prairie land where there were
only a few scattered homes. Apartments,
private residences, business districts and
industries grew up like magic on these
prairies as soon as transportation was
provided.

[ivery resident of Chicago should feel
proud of this great city by the lake, but
members of the Chicago Surface Lines
organization have a particular reason to
feel proud of it. They helped build it.

SAFETY ON STREET CARS

At this time, when so much effort is
being put forth by the city administration
for safety in the streets, the announce-
ment that 7,173 Chicago Surface Lines
trainmen had no chargeable accident dur-
ing the twelve months ended January 31,
is unusually interesting.

For eight years now, records have been
kept of trainmen without chargeable ac-
cidents and 1,168 trainmen have had no
chargeable accident during that entire
period.

On page in this magazine,

TO INSTALL BUS ROUTES
Judge Wilkerson Authorizes Expendi-

ture for Extensions — Northwest
Highway and Higgins Road
April 21.

On petition of the receivers for the Chicago
Surface Lines companies, Judge James H.
Wilkerson of the federal court on April 8
authorized the construction of several bus ex-
tensions recently ordered by the Illinois Com-
merce Commission to cost approximately
$333,000.

Of this amount, the Chicago Railways Com-
pany will spend in the neighborhood of
$120,000 for the construction of the overhead
and the purchase of equipment for a trolley
bus extension on Diversey avenue from Mil-
waukee and Kimball avenues to Western and
Elston avenues.

The south side lines will spend about
$213,000 for gasoline buses and appurtenances
to be installed on the following routes:

On 95th street from a point east of State
street to Western avenue.

On 71st street from Cottage Grove and
South Chicago avenues to South Exchange
avenue, thence on South Iixchange avenue to
Fast 72nd street, cast on 72nd street to 71st
street, thence cast on 7lst street to the lake.

On 87th street from the present terminal
of the street car line near Halsted street at
Vincennes avenue to Damen avenue.

On 47th street from Kedzie avenue to Kost-
ner avenue.

In connection with this order it was an-
nounced that the buses have been ordered
for the installation of service on Northwest
Highway and on Higgins Road from Milwau-
kee avenue to the northwest city limits. It
is the intention, if a sufficient number of buses
are received in time, to begin service on thesec
streets on April 21, or as soon afterwards as
possible.
