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New Cars Arrive

Sensation Created by First of
Streamlined Equipment

The new cars are here—that is, the [lirst
ol Lhem are.

The reception given them upon their intro-
duction to the people of Chicago on Thursday
and PFridav, November 12 and 13, demonstrated
the fact that this new type of equipment is
really o sensation in the loeal transportation
world.

The fivst introduction was at o huge parade
along West Madison street organized and con-
ducted under the apspices of the West Side
Traffic and Transportation Associalion, an or-
pamzation comprising  all of the west side
civie and improvement groups. The new cars
were preceded by floats showing older type
harse-drawn l.l['l.lr|ll'|.|lll| and an carly type of
clectrie car used in Chicago soon alter the
electrification of the lines. In the new ears
were public officials and officers of ¢ivie and
improvement  organizations.  Preceding  and
following this Surface Lines pageant of trans-
portation  were numerous  floats provided by
west side business men,

On Friday the new cars were exhibited to
the public at State and Adams street, and thon-
siands of interested people [led through them,
inspecting the many innovations in strect car
construction.

First Car Arrives

The hrst of the new ears, No. 7002, arrived
in Chicago on a lat car on Saturday, October
2 1t was delivered at the South Shops and
was immediately turned over to the mechani-
cal foree which proceeded to cheek it over and
see that it was i pood operating condition.

The following Saturday the sceond car ar-
rived and since then four others have heen
T'i"‘l'i\"l:d.

Selected men from both the mechanical and
train force have been familiarizing themselves
with the new equipment and already a consid-
crable number of men are trained to handle
these and other ears as they are received.

Completing Two a Day

At the St, Louis Car Company, Chicago Sur-
face Lines cars are going along the assembly
le and will be turned ont at the rate of twao
a day until the entire order of 83 cars has heen
filled, Tt is anticipated that early in December
it will be possible ta equip fully the Madison
street line with the new cars,

Description of the Cars

The following is hriel deseription of the
NEW Cirs:
They are of the front-entrance, center and
rear exit type, Lr(|ni1)pvll with “blinker” doors.
The cars are 50 feet 5 inches long, 8 feer 9

pounds, which is about 10,000 pounds less than
the last cars purchased by the Chicago Surface
Lines a few vears ago.

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Operating Methods Stressed

Much of Hidden Activity Responsible for
Successful New Car Inaugural

Behind the scenes of the triwmmphal appear-
ance ol the new streamlined street cars, (here
wis nuch that did not appear (o the casoal
abseryver as he watehed the Taultless perform-
ance of the newest cguipment of the Chicago
Surface Lines,

Tucked back in the recesses of the South
Shops, the West Shops and the Kedzie depot
small groups of trained and competent men
had preparved for the streamlinee’s inaungnra-
tion through painstaking care and study, In
all three locations these men had bhrought the
cars to operating perfection and learned how
to contral the smoothly operating braking sys-
tems and rapid acceleration,

None but Suriace Lines men who ohserved
superintendent H. H. Adams, Assistant Super-
mtendent  of Shops  and  Kguipment 7, H

Shaughnessy and W, Wheeler, engincer of
cguipment, as they worked with  their men
traiming them to serviee the new cars were
famibiar with what had gone on behing the
sSGenes.
Lectures Given Men

Through  lectures  and  actoual  demonstra-
tion the shop men were taught the numer-
ons new mechanical features of the new cars.
In the West Shops a complete car power plant

was sel up for the instruction of workmen, The
mechanisim s areanged so that the men can
see clearly what happens with every opuration,

Over in the Kedzie depot irainmen were en-
vaged in learning the Gne points of operaling
the 1937 street cars. Under Division Superin-
tendent Thomas Fahey and other instructors
motormen and conductors were tanght how to
handle the newest thoroughbreds, Supervisors
J. C. Mathley and George J. Dorgan assisted
i the demonstrations and the trial runs which
the new cars made on the Madison-1ith ave-
nue loop.

Trial Runs Made

As these men took varions trainmen throngh
trial rons a small but competent band zot o
know the “feel™ of the ears so there would be
no hiteh in operations, There was much (o
learn from the motorman position hecause of
the radical difference hetween operating these
cars and the other cars on the system,

Levers aperating vertically are nsed for ac-
celeration and deceleration in the new cars.
This contrasts with the semi-cirenlar hand mo-
tions of the old type cars, The left hand leyver
controls acceleration and the right hand lever
controls the brakes. Forward motive power 1s
automatically turned off when the braking lever
is brought into play.

The doors of one, two or all theee entrances
are  controlled  from  the instroment  hoard,
Other switches contral sand, cab heat, car
lights and sindow heat for de-frosting pur-
'[_‘Iil.‘-\{_f.‘i.

Conductors have had to learn the operation
of the new fare register, behind which they
stand at the center exit door. Supervisors
Dargan and Mathley have taken turns explain-
g and demonstrating the new regisiers to

conductors gathered in the trainroom of the
Kedzie depot.

The register, designed by Surface Lines en-
gineers, is eleotrically operated and records
cach type of Tareas it s handled by the condue-
tor, When 7-cent fares are received or 10-cent
hlue transfers are sold the registration is made
by a foot pedal which lights the plastic top
of the register indicating the tvpe of fare to
the accompaniment of a solt low tone sound.

Lights Register Fare

Toggles on either side of the top of the
register record other types of fares.  Chicago
Surface Lines tokens, Cily of Chicago Finance
Department tickets and those of the Chicago
Q\ Northwestern are registered by moving the
“token” togele 1o the right, As Lhis is done a
vellow light floods the plastic portion and a
sharp high tone dénotes the fave paid,

The J-cent fare togele when moved to the
left illwminates the amount and floods the
plastie 1-.:rtim1 with a reqd light, while a three
tone chord 1s heard. That s all radically dif-
ferent from the older method of taking fares
and it took study and practice for smooth
aperation.

The new fare vegister, which mwakes its first
appearance on the new cars, shows the results
of long months of work in designing on_ the
part of Suarface Lines engineers under E. ],
Mellraith,

In modeling the plastic portion of the regis-
ter the plaste division of General Eleetric
Company collaborvated. As a joint entry of the
two companies in a modern plastics campeti-
tion the register was given an honor award.

In choosing the tuneful notes that come
from the registers Surface Lines enginecers
experimented with innumerable musical notes
and conferred with experts on the subject be-
fore adopting the tones that characterize the
completed register.

The register operating mechanism was de-
signed by the International Register company
of Chicagn, However, the idea and the pioneer-
ing behind the completed register as patrons
now see it was born and developed within the
ranks of Surface Lines engineers,

Nor did all this mmportant stady and train
ing complete preparations for the successiul
premier of the new ecars. Running time of the
car was checked. 1T you'tl been in the Loop
about midnight November 6 you'tl have seen a
trial run while all clearances were checked,
while turns were tested and other factors ol
served.

Figuring out the amount due <ome 14,000
men under (he retroactive provision of the new
witge agreement is keeping a large force in
the anditar's office working overtime, It in-
volves o tremendous amount of detailed work.

The hours worked by each man entitled to
receive the retroactive inereased pay from June
I to October 1 must be compiled and then
nmultiplicd by the amount of the hourly rate

The dispateher’s office is an interesting spot
1o while away a portion of the evening, To one
who hasn't gone through it all there is a con-
stant expectation as to what the next call will
bring.

“WAY BACK WHEN—"

Chicago’s First and Only Double-Deck
Trolley Car Ran in 1897-98

With the sensational success of the new 1937
streamlined street cars fresh in mind, it is
interesting to look back to an oddity of other
days which must have been almost s sensi-
tional in the “pay "00's” as the new cars have
proved 1o be.

A double deck trolley car was built in those
sarly days by the Pullman company far the
Chicago General Raillways company, operat-
ing on 22nd street and Lawndale avenue to the
dramage canal,

The line sceuied an ordinance in gpite of the
apposition of Charles T, Yerkes and invaded
the then undeveloped but growing southwest
territory. Mr. Yerkes, in order 1o meel the
competition, built the 21st street line, one block
north of where the General company was oper-
ating.

In appearance (he doublesdeck trolley car
looked o great deal like the older double-deck
buses which still operate. 1t was known as the
Pullman Vestibule and had a center exit door.
The car could not be operated under certain
overhead structures and its service was largely
confined to  earrying  Sunday  sight-secing
crowids from 220d street to the drainage canal
on Lawndale avenue.

Superintendent of Transportation W. A, Hall
was with the General company and for '| tine

as conductor of the nonwieldy vehicle, Mr.

Hall savs the car was equipped with hand-
Brakes only, was very heavy and had wvery

powerful motors,

With the inadequate hraking system for the
heavy trolley they say the motorman had to
starl ~.trm]ulm three blocks ahead of any given
point, That is a far ery from Illu- super-cfficiont
braking system of the new cars. As one of the
motormen of the new cars [aeetiously  re-
marked, "von can stop the new cars on a dime
and have change left over!”
