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Big No-Accident List

Total of 5,511 Go Through Year Without
Chargeable Accident

A total of 5,511 Chicago Surface Lines con-
ductors and motormen ended the year 1935
without a single chargeable accident, and of
this number 935 have had no chargeable acci-
dents for the 9 consecutive years during which
records have been kept in this way.

Of the total number of no-accident train-
men, 3,997 have had no chargeable accident
for 2 years, 3,152 for 3 years, 2,622 for 4 years,
2,271 for 5 years, 2,047 for 6 years, 1,703 for 7
years, and 1,306 for 8 years.

When it is considered that these men are
operating day in and day out in streets con-
gested with automotive traffic, the safety rec-
ord of such a large proportion of the train-
men is remarkable. It proves the statement
frequently made, that the street car is the
safest place in the streets.

While the train force is most conspicuous
in all accident prevention efforts because it is
constantly in the public eye, other depart-
ments of the Surface Lines have made a good
showing.

The carhouse group of the Shops and Equip-
ment Department won the Chicago Safety
Council’s Interplant Lost-time Accident Con-
test for the 6-months’ period ended June 30,
1935, duplicating a similar achievement by the
west shops group for the 6-months’ -period
ended December 31, 1934. The Chicago Safety
Council also awarded a plaque to the bus divi-
sion of the Transportation Department for the
best accident reduction record in the inter-fleet
contest for the year ended June 30, 1935.

Track Department Record

The Track and Roadway Department ended
the past year without any fatalities of men
working in the streets and with a record of no
lost eyes, although 7 goggles were smashed,
indicating that if the goggles had not been
worn eyes would have been lost. This was the
first year since the Accident Prevention De-
partment was organized in 1926 with a clear
record on deaths of men working in the streets.

The most outstanding accident prevention
achievement of the Transportation Department
during the year was a reduction of 32 per cent
in the number of fatalities as compared with
the previous year. As a matter of fact, the
number of fatalities was the lowest in the his-
torv of the Chicago Surface Lines.

Great improvement was made in several
other classifications of accidents. There was a

decrease of 35 per cent in the reports of pas-
sengers brushed off the car, of 11 per cent in
the number of vehicle collisions, and of 10 per
cent in car and person injuries and in colli-
sions of cars.

Boarding and Alighting

In some other classifications, however, the
record is not so good. There was an increase,
for instance, of approximately 21 per cent in
the number of boarding accidents and of 7 per
cent in the number of alighting accidents. -,

An analysis of the causes of boarding accic
dents shows an increase 'of 27 per cent in the
number of persons injured in stepping from
the street into the car, and of practically
the same percentage of increase in the number
injured in stepping from the platform into the
car. The number injured by automobiles while
they were approaching the car increased 10
per cent, but the number injured by automo-
biles while boarding decreased 66 per cent.

Similar percentages are shown in breaking
down the figures on alighting accidents. Pas-
sengers injured on the platform increased 22
per cent and in stepping to the street 20 per
cent. On the other hand, there was a decrease
of 18 per cent in the number injured after
alighting from the car and before reaching the
curb, of 65 per cent in the number of those
struck by auto while alighting, and of 19 per

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cent in the number of those hit by automobiles

after alighting and before reaching the curb.
Fall in Car Record
It is under the classification of fall-in-car

accidents that the worst record was made. The
total number of these accidents last year as
compared with the previous year showed an
increase of 30 per cent. There was an increase
of 19 per cent in those injured by falls on the
front platform, of 35 per cent in the number
of those injured on the rear platform, of 85
per cent in the number of reported injuries
from falling in the front part of the car, and 41
per cent in those falling in the rear of the car.
Those reported injured from falling as the car
was started up showed an increase of 48 per
cent and the number reported falling when the
car was stopping was 32 per cent greater than
in the previous year.

This indicates the need of much greater care
on the part of motormen to attain smooth
operation. There is some justification for the
statement that more claims of injury were
made last year than previously because of the
activities of fake accident claim rings, but the
large increase in fall-in-car accidents cannot
all be attributed to this cause.

Perhaps it is due largely to the claim con-
sciousness on the part of the public that the
number of blind cases increased about 11 per
cent, notwithstanding an increase of 52 per
cent in the total number of accident reports.

Fewer Collisions

The decrease in the number of accidents due
to collisions deserves special mention because
it was accomplished in spite of the fact that
there were 30,880 more licensed vehicles on
the streets last year than during the previous
year. In fact, the number of passenger auto-
mobiles licensed in 1935 was the greatest since
1931. Without doubt the general interest in
greater traffic safety shown by city authorities
and many organizations contributed to the
reduction in the number of collisions, but the
greatest factor was the increased alertness and
care on the part of Chicago Surface Lines
trainmen.

GARDENERS ALL SET
Ready for 1936 Garden Contest

Looking forward to what promises to be a
favorable season, the gardeners on the various
Surface Lines properties throughout the city
are getting ready to start planting for the
annual Garden Contest. The Garden Commit-
tee, composed of Messrs. F. M. Hamilton,
chairman, J. V. Sullivan, and H. O. Crews, has
decided to make no change in the grouping of
the garden plots for the contest. The rules
governing these groupings will hold good for
another year.

With the incentive given by the activities of
the “Save the Lawn” Committee of the Park
District, more attention is expected to be given
to the growing of beautiful lawns this year.
At several of the car stations plans are being
made for more elaborate floral displays, with-
out increasing the space utilized for this pur-
pose.

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Hall Well Equipped

New Superintendent of Transportation Has
Wide Experience

No appointment in the Surface Lines organ-
ization in recent years has met with such gen-
eral approval as the selection of William A.
Hall to succeed the late Mr. Evenson as su-
perintendent of transportation. His thorough
knowledge of the problems of operation and
his wide acquaintance among the men admir-
ably fit him for his new responsibilities.

Although Mr. Hall was born in Chicago, he
removed with his parents to Towa in his youth
and began his carcer in a newspaper office.
His father ran a small Towa paper and when
Mr. Hall started out for himself he went to
the neighboring city of Creston, Iowa, and
got a job as a reporter on the Creston Adver-
tiser. The larger opportunities afforded by a big
city induced him to quit this job and come to
Chicago, but here he found that as a street car
conductor he could make more money than he
could as a reporter. His first job was as a
conductor on the old 22nd Street line of the
Chicago General Railway Company. That was
in 1898. He liked the work and stuck to it.

Wins First Promotion

Some four months after he secured this job
he overheard Superintendent J. I. Jones dis-
cussing with someone else how to figure the
cost of coal per horse power. He spoke up
and explained how he

Following the unification of the properties,
Mr. Hall was appointed assistant division su-
perintendent at the Lawndale depot, and in
1922 was assigned to special work in the gen-
eral offices of the Surface Lines.

Assistant Superintendent

On October 1 of the following year he was
appointed division superintendent at North
Avenue, and exactly two years later was ap-
pointed assistant superintendent of transpor-
tation under Mr. Evenson.

In that position he has been in intimate
touch with all of the intricate problems of the
operation of the largest surface local transpor-
tation system in the world under one manage-
ment. With the background of his experience
on the cars, as a supervisor, and as the super-
intendent of the largest division in the city, he
is remarkably well equipped for the important
position he has now assumed.

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JOHN P. BURKE DIES

Twenty-three per cent of the complaints
were because of discourtesy, 20 per cent be-
cause of transfer punching, and 16 per cent
for passing up.

That approximately half of the train-
men on the Chicago Surface Lines ended
the year 1935 without a single chargeable
accident is big news. When to that is
added the fact that 935 have had no
chargeable accidents for nine consecutive
years, it is easy to see that the street car
is in fact the safest place in the streets.

While the record in some classifications
of accidents, particularly fall-in-car and
boarding and alighting accidents, makes a
very poor showing for the past year, in
some other respects the record is remark-
ably good. The lowest number of fatali-
ties in the history of the Surface Lines,
and a clear record of fatalities of men
working in the street and of the loss of
eyes in the Track and Roadway Depart-
ment, are splendid examples of what can
be accomplished by co-operation.

In the present year the aim of every
employe of the Chicago Surface Lines
should be to have an absolutely clear rec-
ord on chargeable accidents.

MERIT WINS REWARD

Again it has been demonstrated in the
Chicago Surface Lines organization that
ability, industry and initiative are recog-
nized and rewarded.

William A. Hall started at the bottom
in local transportation in Chicago, but he
did not stay there. As his true merit was
recognized he was moved forward from
one responsible post to another, and in
every one of them he made good.

For the past 10 years he has served as
the able assistant of Mr. Evenson, and
when death ended the carcer of that able
Superintendent of Transportation, the
management did not hesitate in appoint-
ing Mr. Hall to the place.

He is peculiarly fitted by training and
temperament for this position, which is
one of the most difficult and one of the
most important in the industrial life of
Chicago.

EMPLOYES RELIEF FUND
March 1936

The Surface ILines Employes Relief Com-
mittee held 5 sessions during the month, at
which 28 applications were considered. Of this
number there were 23 applicants approved for
weekly relief payments and 1 emergency case
on which immediate aid was given, making the
total on this list at the present time 294.

Checks totaling $12,005 were distributed.
This sum, together with distributions since
December, 1930, herctofore reported, makes a
total of $733,368.28 paid to Chicago Surface
Lines employes to date.

The Surface Lines Employes Relief Com-
mittee, in addition to the above disbursements
to employes, paid a total of $120,000 to the
Joint Emergency Relief Association during
the period from November, 1931, up to and
including October, 1932, making the total ex-
penditures by the Committee $853,368.28.

Surface Lines employes have also contrib-
uted to the Emergency Welfare and Commu-
nity Funds, over and above the dishursements
handled by the Surface Lines Employes Relief
Committee, a total of $119,820.54, which brings
the grand total of relief expended to $973.-
188.82 to date; and further, the sum of $60,000
has also been pledged for the 1936 subscription
to the Community Fund, the first installment
on which will be paid during the month of

April, 1936.

SIM SUCCEEDS SOLBERG

One of the first official acts of William A.
Hall as superintendent of transportation was
the appointment of Stuart
D. Sim as assistant divi-
sion superintendent of
North Avenue. He suc-
ceeds A. O. Solberg who
died recently.

Mr, Sim entered the
service as a trainman at
North Avenue in 1923,
Tater he was transferred
to Kedzie but returned to
North Avenue as a bus
operator in 1932. He was
promoted to the position
of starter the same year,
and in 1933 he was made
a supervisor and was de-
tailed to Century of Progress service. After
the Fair he was assigned to the central division
and later returned to North Avenue.

CAR ROBBERS CONVICTED

Two Paroled Convicts Sentenced After
Robbing Conductors—Others Caught

Two paroled convicts, Raymond Agnew, 28,
and Richard Breen, 23, were found guilty in
the criminal court on March 24 of robbing
Conductor Sidney C. Balderman of Archer,
and were sentenced to the penitentiary by
Judge Cornelius J. Harrington. Agnew, who
had been paroled from Joliet, was sentenced
to 20 years as a habitual criminal, and Breen,
who was paroled from a Pennsylvania peni-
tentiary, was given 1 year to life.

The robbery of Conductor Balderman oc-
curred at ILake Park avenue and 56th street
on the night of February 26. Following the
arrest of Breen and Agnew he identified them
as the robbers.

It is believed also that this same pair had
been engaged in other robberies of conduc-
tors, including Conductor A. E. Shepherd,
badge No. 2706 of Archer, at 47th street and
Racine, Conductor Norman ILeaf, badge No.
2852 of Sixty-ninth, at 618 West 39th street,
and Conductor J. W. Murray, badge No. 4566
of Sixty-ninth, at 29th and Wallace.

Two other hold-up men who robbed con-
ductors also have been sentenced to the peni-
tentiary.

Edward W. Shurah was sentenced by Judge
Dennis Normoyle on two charges, for a term
of 1 to 10 years on each charge, the sentences
to run concurrently. He was convicted of rob-
bing Conductor Ernest W. Bock, badge No.
10358 of North Avenue, at Grand and Leavitt
street on the night of March 1, and Conductor
Cormack Flanagan, badge No. 12872 of North
Avenue, at Lake and Racine on the night of
March 7

Tony Kanavliskis also was sentenced by
Judge Normoyle to a term of 1 to 10 years for
robbing Conductor C. V. Hunter, badge No.
402 of Seventy-seventh, at Archer and 2lst
street, on March 6; Conductor James O’Gara,
badge No. 9802 of Devon, at 26th and Went-
worth on March 16, and Conductor Matthew
Lafferty, badge No. 5106 of Seventy-seventh,
at 18th and Halsted on the same evening. All
three conductors identified him.

Attorneys representing the Surface Lines
appeared in all of these cases and assisted in
the prosecution.

With this broad-sided attack on street car
hold-up men, criminals are becoming discour-
aged in their efforts to victimize conductors
and take their receipts from them.

CHIEF SURGEON DEAD
Dr. M. L. Harris, for 37 Years CSL

Surgeon, Dies at Sanitarium

Dr. Malcolm La Salle Harris, aged 73, who
had been chief surgeon of the Chicago Surface
Lines since 1899, expired at the Milwaukee
sanitarium at Wauwatosa, Wisconsin, on
March 22, after a long illness.

Dr. Harris was recognized as one of the
most competent surgeons in Chicago. He was
a former president of the American Medical
Association and at the time he became ill was

chief of the staff of the Henrotin and Alexian
Brothers hospitals and professor of surgery
at the policlinic graduate school connected
with Henrotin. He first became ill in June,
1934, when he fell in a faint as he was pre-
paring to operate on a patient. More than a
year ago he went to the Milwaukee sanitarium
where he remained until the time of his death.

In addition to his surgical work for the
Chicago Surface Lines, he served on a number
of clinics and advocated low cost medical care
as a means of extending professional service
to persons of small incomes. On several occa-
sions he criticized members of his profession
for charging what he termed “extortion fees.”

Born in Rock Island county and educated
in the public schools in lowa, he graduated
from Rush Medical College in 1882 when he
was 20 years old. He served his internship at
the Cook County hospital, afterwards practic-
ing medicine for a number of years at 25 East
‘Washington street.
