These timely tips of the National Safety Council show some ways in which Chicago Sur-
face Lines trainmen can reduce an accident record that has shown a tendency to increase
in several classifications during 1937,
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Discuss Operating Problems

Hall and Pasche Confer with Men in a Series of

Stepping out of the exceutive role, W, Al
Flall and William Pasche are leading a series
of friendly, man-to-man discussions on the op-
erating prablems of the Chicago Surface Lines
in visits to every station on the system.

In an appearance before the transportation
nien of Devon depot recently, Superintendent
of Transportation Hall termed the get-togeth-
ers as being essentially a meeting of trainmen,
both he and Supervisor of Accident Preven-
tion Pasche having filled sueh positions in
other yvears.

“Our jobs with the Chicago Surface Lines”
said Mr. Hall, “constilute our ‘stake’, onr hife
work and our capital.  We have as much or
more interest in this business than any or
all of the stockholders.  Their interests, for
the most part, are in several baskets, our in-
ferests are concenlrated in one. For that rea-
son itis up to us all to protect our investments,
onr jobs, if vou will, by giving our bhes).”

Minimum
speeds were advocaled in all approaches.

Pointing to a decline in the number of
quick starting accidents Mr. Hall asked that
motormen try to further better the record,
Conductors can best serve the accident pre-
vention record by looking out for hoarding
passengers before giving the starting signal,
he  said.

Then dwelling briefly on the value of per-
sonal appearance, Mr. Hall warned against
such trouble-producing factors as abuse of
credit, loan sharks and drinking and gam-
Dling,

The discussion of accidents and means 1o
prevent them was led by Mr. Pasche, In
another story in this issue his remarks are
directed to trammen in much the same man-
to-man fashion that he emploved at the
various depol meelings.,

FORSYTHE HONORED

Wins Maintenance Award for
New Idea

Ifor developing an improved and less ex-
pensive  method  of  removing  steel  trolley
poles from conecrete foundations, Stanley D,
IForsythe, assistant
electrical engineer,

won a second prize
award from Transit
Jowrnal i a  mainte-
nanee  contest spon-
sored by that maga-
zine, Mr., Forsythe

wits presented with a
check for twenty dol-
lars at  the annual
convention of the
American Transit As-
sociation, held recent-
ly at White Sualphur
Springs, West Vir-
ginia,

Forsythe maodestly maintains that much of
the credit for the snccessful idea must be
wiven his co-workers in the department, but
the fact remains that he alone invented the
new pole-pulling process.  Though numerous
entries were sent the magazine by electrical
men, Forsythe's was the only one acceptable
for a prize.

The new pole-pulling method is deseribed
as being similar “to pulling a4 cork out of a
bottle.” The equipment consists of a4 two-
piece high-strength cast-steel clamp holding in
an inverted conical position four “slips” with
matching conical sides and serrated curved
surfaces next to the pole. The casting has
four rugged inverted cups at 90 degree spacing
into which fit the heads of four 35-ton journal
jacks.

A four man gang, one to a jack, is able to
set up equipment, loosen the pole and move
on at the rate of about three poles per hour,
leaving the loosened pole for a following erew
to lower. The entire equipment weighs ap-
proximately 600 pounds and is readily moved
in a two-wheeled concrete buggyv,

poeumatic hammers, chisel bars, sledges and
similar tools from this job with their atten-
dant inconveniences and accidents.  Aside from
the increased operating speed, costs have been
cut two-thirds, The new tools are now stan-
dard equipment with each construction truck,

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Suggest Accident Precautions

System Decrease Noted as Fight Opens Against Vehicle Collisions
and Alighting Mishaps

By WILLIAM PASCHE

An increasing number of vehiele collisions
and alighting accidents for the first six months
of this year is preventing the cumulative
totals from showing marked improvement over
the hgures for the same period last yvear.

The figures for the entire system covering
all types of accidents reveal a decrease of
2 per cent. Were it not for the two classifi-
cations previously mentioned the record would
far avershadow the creditable aceident preven-
tion mark set last year when there was a de-
crease of 9.3 per cent.

The record thus Tar is commendable in
itsell: it is even more commendable when one
considers  the constantly increasing  street
hazards that arise from the greater number
af vehicles on the streels. Any decrease, no
matter how small, is praiseworthy when com-
pared to the alarming increase in the auto-
mobile accidents that are reported in the daily
HEWSPAPErS,

However, there is a definite feeling that the
vehicle collisions and the alighting accidents
an be materially reduced.  During recent
meetings held with  the trainmen in every
depot of the system it has been pointed out
that there is a constant need for increased
care on the part of motormen, conduclors and
operators.  Possibly the fine .u_LnIL-m records
of 1936 lulled some of the men into a false
sense of security. It should take but a glance
at the present records to make it apparent
that there can be no breathing spells in the
fight to prevent accidents,

Alertness Prescribed

Three types of wvehicle collisions demand
increased care and attention at present, They
are sore spots in an otherwise good record.
These types, right angle, straight track and
on curve collisions, are largely avoidable if
individual care and alertness are exercised to
any degree

The responsibility for each type in any
chargeable accident can he easily traced.
Straight track collisions, which have increaseil
254 per cent, can bhe greatly decreased by
motormen, In general, straight traclk accidents
oceur when motormen are |u||||il:g' too close
to the vehicle ahead so that they are nunable to
stop quickly enough to avoid a smash. The
riule for running throngh fug,s is equally ap-
plicable here. Gavge speed to seeing distance.
Be sure vou can stop vour car in the visible
space ahead.

Suggests Simple Precaution

Collistons which take place on curves can
be materially reduced if a simple precaution
is taken. A quick backward look hefore start-
ing ahead will help avoid a number of acei-
dents of this type. And in shootling for a

greater reduction the conduetors can play a
big part. On all two-man cars it is the duty
of the conductor to keep an observant watch
and warn other vehicles away.  Briefly, the
prescription can be filled by men who are on
their toes every minute, The 338 per cent in-
crease in this type of accident allows plenty
of leeway for great improvement.

Lxeepting a few typically “wild” automo-
bile drivers the responsibility for right angle
collisions must be placed squarely upon the
shoulders of the motorimen.  Such accidents
are even more easily avoidable than the straighi
track type if molormen exercise reasonable
care at intersections.  In this instance we are
reminded about the old poem which went
something like this:

Herve lies the body of JToha (FDay

Whe died contesting the right-of-way.

Nowe John was right as he sped along,

But he's just as dead as though he'd heen
WO,

As an illustration of the sitvation it 1s only
necessary to mention an inerease of 152 per
cent in right angle collisions for the first six
months of 1037,

Alighting Accidents Increase

Respousibility for the increase alighting
accidents must be placed on the conductors
of the system. In 98 per cent of the cases the
alighting accident oceurs at the rear end of
the street cars, and a large majority of these
are casily avoidable. In the main they occur
when conductors allow  their passengers to
driop ofl moving cars,  In other cases they
oeeur ontside safety zones as the car moves
slowly into the unloading zone and when con-
ductors give the “go-ahead” signal oo soon.
In rare instances they are chargeable against
quick starting operation, but even that is con-
trollable by the conductar.

In these days when we as individuals and
s menibers of a great system are constantly
confronted with rising costs the accident prob-
lem assumes even greater seriousness.  The
rising costs of aperating the Chicago Surface
Lines shonld be of vital importance to every
cmploye even though he may have no qualms
about risking his own neck or those of his
passengers,  The cost of doing business can
he materially cut if accidents ¢an he materially
reduced.  And the past record of Lhe Hurfa(‘(‘
l.ines malkes it apparent that when business is
vaod individoals  have never failed to get
their share,

Called Individual Problem
One ol the major responsibilities of any pub-
lic utility is to give the public service. Cor-
respondingly there is an unwritten law that
utilities set i public example with high safety
standards.
