[.ines who had no chargeable accidents during
the 12 months which ended January 31, 1940.
The figure is an increase of 90 over the number
who were similarly honored in the previous
year's awards.

Of the total of 5455 who had no chargeable
accidents during the last fiscal year there are
346 Surface Lines trainmen who have had no
chargeable accidents during the last 13 years
in which the records have been kept in their
present form.  Of the total number of no-
accident trainmen, 3,309 have had no charge-
able accidents for two years, 2,137 for three
years, 1,477 for four years, 1,104 for five years,
933 for six years, 811 for seven years, 731 for
cight years, 667 for nine years, 622 for 10
years, 533 for 1l years, 454 for 12 years and,
as stated, 346 trainmen have had no chargeable
accidents during the last 13 years.

Street Car Is Safest

When it is considered that these men are
operating day in and day out in all kinds of
weather and through streets that are congested
with automotive traflic, the safety record of
so large a proportion is highly commendable.
Such a record gives further support to the
claim that the street car is the safest place in
the street. .

The total number of accidents during the
last fiscal year increased very slightly but was
more than offset by large decreases in impor-
tant classifications. The increase is almost
directly attributable to conditions over which
we of the Surface Lines had no control—the
weather. As we entered the first few days of
the fiscal period, the trainmen still had to con-
tend with the unusual hazards remaining after
the 14.9 inch blizzard which started January
30 but whose effects were felt for many weeks
before a last thaw freed the streets and al-
lowed automobilists to drive on the streets
rather than exclusively in the street car lanes.
Our accident studies show that the bad weather
months are the bad accident months so it was
not surprising that our accident totals zoomed
during that period. Similarly, just as the fiscal
period was drawing to a close another January
snowstorm again hampered transportation,

As is customary following snowstorms, al-
most every vehicle seeks the right of ways
of the street cars, the drivers knowing that

main, responsible for the small increase in the
total number of accidents.
Street Hazards Increase

I'he unusual weather of the period was not
the only additional hazard to operation, Street
hazards are constantly increasing as more and
more vehicles are licensed to operate on the
streets of Chicago. During 1939 a total of
580,062 vehicles were licensed by the City of
Chicago, 9,213 more than were licensed in the
previous year and the largest number in the
history of the city. To those thousands must
be added the automobiles which come to the
city daily from the suburbs and from other
cities and states. With so many cars on the
streets, many of them decrepit models unfit
for driving, the motormen of the Surface Lines
must be prepared to contend with real dangers
on every street and at any moment.

The motormen of the system can take real
pride in one phase of the accident report which
discloses the fact that the fall-in-car type of
accident decreased by 13.4 per cent. It has
long been the contention of officials that this
type of accident could be controlled. The re
duction scems to bear out that contention
and indicates that the motormen of the system
are operating more smoothly. That is about
the only conclusion that can be made because
most known accidents are traceable to sudden
stops and starts.

Fall-In-Car Type Declines

The men in the Accident Prevention depart-
ment have carefully charted all fall-in-car acci-
dents and from their findings it appears that
most of the accidents of this type are directly
chargeable to sudden starts or to too much
use of power. In their analysis they found
most of the accidents happened in the rear
platform or rear portion of the car. IFurther
study shows most of them occur on starting.
[ am glad to point to the fact that the number
of fall-in-car accidents occurring during start-
ing has been decreased by 19 per cent. The
stopping type showed a decrease of 11 per cent.

Miscellancous accidents in which passengers
were involved decreased by 8.5 per cent, a
sizeable reduction.

Obviously, the Surface Lines cannot be and
is not responsible for many of the accidents
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which are included in a report of this type.

One type of accident has caused major con-
cern during the last few years. One life has
been lost in each of the last three years when
conductors have been struck while putting up
a trolley pole from the street. Such accidents
can be avoided. 1t may take a moment longer to
lower a rear window and replace a trolley from
inside the car, but the small additional time
is of no consequence when it may mean saving
a life. This practice is particularly important
after dark for the street car is without lights
when the trolley is off and is a natural target
for careless motorists. 1f we can teach every
conductor on the system to set all trolley poles
from inside the car we will have taken a great
step to preserve the lives of our men.

More Are Safety Conscious

Figures for the last fiscal year indicate that
most employes have become more safety con
scious for there is a reduction of 1.2 per cent
in the number of reports of employes injured.

There is evidence too, that many members
of the Track Department would do well to
investigate the merits of “safety shoes.” During
last year lost time accidents due to toe injuries
totalled 623 days. ‘I'he inexpensive safety shoes
would have eliminated that loss as well as the
pain that the men suffered from toes injured
by falling objects.

Due to the fact that the train force is con-
stantly in the public eye, their efforts toward
accident prevention are most conspicuous.
Other departments of the Surface Lines, how-
ever, made good records.

A commendable record is credited to the
Track and Roadway department. For the sec-
ond successive year no men were killed by
automobiles and for the fifth successive year
no men were killed by street cars; for the
second year in a row no eyes were lost, Three
goggles were smashed without injury to the
eyes during the year just passed.,

All in all the Surface Lines has compiled a
commendable record. My personal thanks go
out to every employe who made such a record
possible.

FRANCIS J. SCHAF DIES

Was Chief Adjuster For
Many Years

I'raneis J. Schaf, for many years chief ad-
juster of the Chicago Surface Lines claim de-
partment, died in his home at Park Ridge,
Thursday, March 21, after a long illness,

Mr. Schaf began his street railway carcer as
a conductor on the Madison street line of the
West Chicago Street Railroad company August
13, 1893. ‘I'wo years later he was transferred
to the claim department as an investigator and
in November, 1915, he was named chief ad-
juster.

Ifrank Schaf, as he was familiarly known,
was a resident of Austin for more than 40 years
before moving to Park Ridge 16 years ago.

He is survived by his widow, Theresia, and

two daughters, Theresa and Mrs. Edmund

BEWARE OF LOAN SHARKS!

Excessive Interest Charged—Ofhicials
Push Investigation

liditor's Note: The following story appeared on
page 1 of the “Chicago Daily News,” April 5, to
whom we are indebted for permission to repro-
duce.  Surface Lines employves have been warned
against the depredations of “loan sharks” on many
occasions. The following story illustrates the
manner in which the unwary are victimized by such
men. It appeared under the heading “Streetcar
Men Victimized by Loan Sharks.”

State’s Attorney Courtney today revealed
that several weeks of investigation had dis-
closed that loan sharks were operating without
licenses near street car and bus line terminals
and charging excessive interest rates. He said
that notes for loans totaling about $9,000 were
returned to persons who signed them.

One set of such sharks, Courtney declared,
charged rates that were equivalent to 500 per
cent a year,

The investigation was begun by Assistant
State’s Attorneys James Cherry and Casimir
Cwiklinski on instructions from Courtney after
wives of many street car and bus employes
complained about the usury being practiced on
their husbands.

The unlicensed operator doing the largest
business of those exposed in Courtney’s an-
nouncement is  Douglas . Moore, whom
Cherry and Cwiklinski said they found operat-
ing in the rear of a cigar store at 1539 North
Cicero avenue, near the North avenue car
barns.

Interest of 250 Per Cent a Year

Moore, the prosecutors said, was holding
about 100 notes totaling $5000, on which he
was charging the borrowers 5 per cent a week,
which is more than 250 per cent a year.

The investigators reported finding George
W. Smith and Edward N. Hensley using a
barber shop mnear the car barns at Devon
avenue and Clark street for their shark opera-
tions. T'his pair, according to the report, held
40 notes for a total of $2,500 in loans, and
charged 10 per cent a week, which would force
a borrower of $100, for instance, to repay $500
should he keep the money a year.

The operators of the third uncovered loan
shark business—Morris and Irving Block—
charged the comparatively wholesale rates of
only 10 per cent a month, Courtney said, T'hese
brothers specialized in Chicago Motor Coach
Company employes who found the Block office
at 5036 South Parkway convenient to the end
of their runs. The Blocks were induced to
return 14 notes representing a total of $1,500.

Violated Loan Act

Iiven had any or all of the loan sharks been
holders of licenses they would have been
charged with violation of the Small Loans Act,
Courtney said, since that act sets 3 per cent a
month as the maximum legal interest rate.

The investigation will be continued, the
state’s attorney announced, until all complaints
have been investigated and the usurers driven
out of business.
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Praise From Safety Expert

Record Compiled Despite Unfavorable Conditions
Says Safety Council Head

The personnel of the Chicago Surface Lines
are deserving of commendation for the spluull(l
\.lf(‘tv records established during the year 1939,
[t is a worthy achievement to establish a good
record of any kind under favorable (()ll(lltlﬂllh.
It is a more notable accomplishment to do so
under unfavorable conditions,

A survey of the
accident experi-
ence on the
streets of Chicago
during the past
year presents an
unfavorable situa-
tion—696 citizens,
506 of them pe-
destrians, were
killed during the
yvear. Although
this figure is only
slightly higher
than 671 fatalities
in 1938, and still
well under the 826
deaths in 1937, i
indicates a rever-
sal in trend. Iach
month in 1938 had
shown a reduction

over the corresponding
month the previous year, and this favorable
trend had continued until April, 1939—a total
of 16 months—Dbefore the record of improve
ment was broken. At the close of 1938 there
had been a total reduction of 18 per cent in
the number of motor vehicle deaths over the
previous year,

The accident experience in the last half of
1039 was so poor that the gains of the earlier
months were entirely wiped out, and an actual
increase of 25 deaths accrued for the year.
The number of injuries increased from 20,719
in 1938 to 22,597 during 1939.

Hazards Increase

Despite this upward trend in motor vehicle
deaths and injuries, the operation of Chicago
Surface Lines equipment showed a substantial
decrease in accidents even though automobile
registrations and gasoline consumption reached
an all-time high during 1939, which indicates
that the volume of traffic on the streets and
the attendant exposure or hazard were greatly
increased.

The operating personnel were not alone in
hanging up a good safety record (llnms., the
year. West Shops were the winner in their
group in the 22nd Semi-Annual Interplant
Accident Prevention Contest conducted by the
Greater Chicago Safety Council and will be
presented a handsome bronze pl: wque, indicative
of this achievement, at the Banquet of the 18th
Annual Midwest Safety Conference on May 2.

A study of the motor vehicle accident records
for the past year develops two very striking

facts. In the first place, approximately 73 per
cent of the persons killed were pedestrians;
and, secondly, the disproportionate number of
:u‘ci(](nl.s, both fatal and non-fatal, which oc-
curred during the hours of dusk and darkness.
In all, 62 per cent of the fatalities occurred
between 6:00 p. m. and 6:00 a, m. Of course,
a very large proportion of these night fatalities
occurred to pedestrians.
Stress Precautions

These facts point out very clearly the lines
along which preventative efforts must be taken.
They not only indicate the direction of the
community-wide program but serve as a guide
to the actions of the individual vehicle operator,
whether he drives a street car, a bus, or motor
vehicle, Safe driving demands that extraordi-
nary precaution be exerted at all times to avoid
striking a pedestrian.

It would be unfair to conclude that the
vehicle operator was responsible for all of the
pedestrian deaths and injuries, perhaps not for
even most of them, but the driver of a vehicle
must accept his responsibility to look out for
the pedestrian and to anticipate the unsafe
practices in which these pedestrians may in-
dulge, Many of them are old men and women
or young children who are either thoughtless
or physically unable to react and move with
sufficient agility to protect themselves. The
burden of safeguarding this group rests upon
the vehicle operator,

Reductions Possible

The preponderance of night accidents is evi-
dence of the need for even greater precaution
during the hours of dusk and darkness. The
majority of the city streets are not provided
with adequate safety lighting, The burden of
responsibility must, therefore, again fall upon
the vehicle operator to anticipate the unsafe
actions of pedestrians,

The accident experience of the Chicago Sur-
face Lines over a period of years indicates that
accidents can be controlled and reduced when
an intelligent approach is made to the problem.

Similar methods, community-wise, will also
get results. It has been proved that accidents
can be reduced when there is the will on the

part of both citizens and public officials to
attack the problem with vigor and sustained
cffort.

Indifference and lethargy are enemies which
must be constantly fought. There is no time
for relaxing the intensity of the safety pro-
gram, either within the individual organization
or in the community, state, or nation. With
automobile registrations, gasoline consumption,
and, consequently, the mileage operated by
motor vehicles increasing each year and with
better business conditions, preventative activi-
ties must show a (‘oncqmnqu increase in
scope, energy, and sincerity.

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Safety Record Praised

Annual Report of President Lauds
Accident Prevention

A big reduction in accident fatalities involv-
ing Surface Lines cars and buses has taken
place over the last 25 years. The greatly im-
proved safety record in this respect reflects the
collective effort of employes, the continuous
training of operating personnel and the reg-
ular inspection and maintenance of equipment.

These facts are brought out in the annual
report of the Chicago Surface Lines which was
issued in March. The comment on the safety
record was a feature of the annual report and
included the charts which are reproduced on
the inside cover,

President Guy A. Richardson, in making the
annual report, prnsul the .\unfacc Lines organ-
ization for the reduction in accidents. “This
Surface Lines record,” he said, “reflects the
co-operative effort of the departments which
worked to make it possible. It is to their
credit, and particularly to the credit of the
more than 10,000 motormen, conductors and
operators, that the Surface Lines has been
able to make this contribution to the saving
of life.”

Safe Operation Necessary

The Surface Lines, he continued, recognizes
that safe operation on the streets and in the
shops is a responsibility to the public and to
its own employes and has for many years
stressed accident prevention measures.

“It is gratifying to be able to report that
this safety program has reduced accidents and
has resulted in a continuing reduction in acci-
dent fatalities,” he added. “The number of
such fatalities for the entire system in the past
vear was at the lowest point in the 26-year
history of unified operation. Fatalities, includ-
ing those resulting from street car and bus
accidents of all kinds, were less than one-half
the annual average for the 1915-1919 period
(first five vears of unified oper .111(»11) and 65
per cent under the 1918 1)0‘11\

“An impressive decline in the mnnl)cr of car
collisions has been recorded in the same period.
This classification covers collisions between Sur-
face Lines vehicles. In the past year the num-
ber of such collisions likewise was the lowest
in Surface TLines history, being 88 per cent
below the annual average for the fiscal years
1015-1919.  The decline from the 1915 peak
was 91 per cent.

Car Collisions Decline

“This improvement in accident-fatality and
car-collision records has occurred in the face
of a constantly increasing volume of general
vehicular traffic. In the 1915-1919 period, when
accident fatalities were the heaviest, the num
ber of automobiles and trucks in Chicago aver-
aged about 57,500. Last year, when the Surface

[Lines operated a total of 117,000,000 car and
bus miles, the number of automobiles and
trucks in the city had increased tenfold. Yet

the number of accident-fatalities in which the
Surface Lines was involved was reduced more
than 50 per cent compared with the 1915-1919
average.

“Accident prevention training has resulted
also in a marked reduction in injuries to our
own employes in the shops, track and other
departments. The Chicago Safety Council re-
cently announced the award of a bronze plaque
to the Chicago Surface Lines West Shops as
a prize in a metropolitan inter-plant contest in
the last six months of 1939.

“The Track and Roadway department has
made outstanding progress in accident reduc-
tion. From 1926 to 1932, two or three employes
of this department died each year as a result
of being struck by automobiles while on duty.
In the past two years there were no fatalities
in this classification, There was formerly also
an average of two eye losses per year among
Track department employes, but there were
no such losses in the last two years.”

HOW DID “LOOP” GET NAME?

How did Chicago’s “loop” district first get its

name?

Almost everybody is able to locate the “loop”
as being in the heart of the central business
district. Asked the above question they will
say the “loop” got its name by being bounded
by the elevated structures on Wells, Van
Buren, Wabash and Take streets. And they’ll
be wrong—according to the historical record
of when the term “loop” first came into general
use.

The first “loop” in Chicago lay within that
area bounded—not by “L” structures—but by
the cable car trains which enclosed an area
])01111(](5(1 by Madison, Wabash, Lake and State
streets!

An old historical booklet of the Chicago City
Railway company explained the reason for the
loop and put quotation marks around the word
“loop” for the first time, as follows:

“wr

T'o ‘switch back’ as when horses are turned
from one end of the car to the other, would
consume too much time and be utterly inade-
quate. Turn-tables are equally so. Hence the
establishment of a ‘loop’ became an imperative
necessity, performing the work with no loss of
time, and without in any manner obstructing
the street; and through all the hours of the
busy day and far into the night a great multi-
tude of trains with the utmost regularity join
and leave this endless procession. The State
street loop forms a parallelogram composed
of a singlc track on Madison street, Wabash
avenue, lLake street an(l back to the starting
point on State street.

So that's how the “loop” designation started
—long before the “L."" structures went up!

When justice overtakes fake accident wit-
nesses the cost is apt to run high. One Wil-
liam P. Buzzak found that to be true IFeb-
ruary 29 when he was fined $100 for posing as
an accident witness.

Mr. Buzzak's troubles began even earlier.
That was along about February 21 when he
answered one of those advertisements that
appear in the “personal” columns in an effort
to secure witnesses to accidents.
