routes—such as Ogden, Kimball and Kimball-Homan which we temporarily
abandoned last winter on O. D. T. order.

Serving the hundreds of six-wheeled gas and wrolley buses operating on
the Northwest Side, the combined storage sites save us more than 45,000
tire miles (7,544 bus miles) each week.,

Here are the weekly tire mile savings, in round numbers, for the routes
involved: Central Avenue, 17,500 miles; Diversey, 11,200; Foster—North-
west Highway, 8,200; Higgins, 5,300; Montrose, 1,500; Irving Park, 1,000;
and Central Extension, 750,

Probably most interesting ol the storage sites is our 17th depot, Lawrence
Garage. Besides being an important cog in the storage system, it is like 3
our other depots, the work-time home of both a Transportation and Repair [
Department force. i

Indicative of both tire and gas rationing is this photo of
our storage site at Diversey and Kedsie, where 14 Diversey
trolley buses are stored between the morning and evening
rush.

One mile from the eastern terminal of the Diversey bus
route, this space is leased from the Standard Oil Company,
whose station here has closed for the duration.

Like the buses stored nightly at the western terminal, these
buses formerly pulled in at North Avenue Station.

Repair Department forces, like the other employe groups
involved, are playing an important part in the new system.
While open-air storage sites have made buses less easily
available for repairs, they aren't letting that stand in the
way of getling their work done.

Suggest 10% Club Drive

lj‘lil"l{lih"l&‘.f\"l'.-'\'l'l\*'ES ol the Illi-
nois War Savings Staff, United
States Treasury Department, last
month asked that Surface Lines em-
ployes boost their war bond buying,

To step up our bond buying and
improve our record, they suggested
they be allowed to assist all groups ol
employes within the Surface Lines to
organize and conduct their own 109
Club campaigns.

When emphasis was on more than
90% participation in payroll savings
plans in the early days of bond buying,
they explained, they used to point us
out as a group with an outstanding
record,

We've Fallen Behind Others

In recent months, however, with the
nationwide drive for all wage earners
to invest at least 10% of their pay in
war bonds, we have been badly out-
stripped. Today our record is less than
half as good as that of employes in the
average Chicago firm.

The 109 Club drives, war savings
representatives asserted, can correct

this; and Surlace Lines employes once
more can match their record—without
blushing—with that of other organiza-
tions ol comparable size.

At present, only one out of 16 Sur-
[ace Lines employes has carned indi-
vidual membership in the 109 Club.
And the bond buying average ol the
remaining number is far below the
109, goal.
