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INTRODUCTION

A new era in rapid transit cars for Chicago began immediately after  World VWar 1[I
with the construction of the 5000-series articulated cars. No new cars had previ-
ously been developed for more than twenty years. Not only were the 5000's and sub-
sequent cars an innovation in technology and architecture, but they also departed
from all previous Chicago rapid transit cars in interior decor.

The 5000's were delivered in a pastel color scheme featuring aquamarine walls. That
style wasn't repeated. The next group of cars, the 6000-series, were delivered
with green interiors which became the standard for the postwar 'L'" cars for more
than a decade. Repainting in the 1960's simplified the three tones of green to
only two, brightening up the cars somewhat by substituting the lightest tone for
the middle one, but retaining the "institutional' green theme.

During the 1960's a few experimental departures from the green decor were tried: a
clean gray-and-white scheme on four cars and gray accented in lively red on one of
the articulateds. But these color schemes did not spread to the rest of the postwar
family of cars.

Finally, in 1976, an entirely new decor was introduced, combining dark brown (a
recommendation by Peter Muller Munk to Port Authority Transit of Pittsburgh dor the
interior of their PCC surface cars, according to Harold H. Geissenheimer) with a
light top, greatly increasing the apparent illumination in the cars. The brown
color scheme seems likely to supersede the green one on all cars in the group which
remain in service long enough to require interior repainting.

Meanwhile, beginning in 1963, the 2000-series of cars were delivered. These units
once again introduced new technology, architecture, and interior coloration to the
Chicago rapid transit system. They are not within the scope of this report; but for
notes on one group of the subsequent cars, the 2400-series, see report number
