The RTA is
the only transit agency that focuses on the entire region
when determining transit planning and funding. The RTA
region has a population of approximately eight million
people throughout six counties and 7,200 transit route
miles.

Ventra Transit Accounts can be loaded with
value and passes using the Ventra App, cash, coins or bank cards at any
Ventra vending machine, hundreds of Ventra retailers (payment types
accepted may vary), or with credit/debit cards online and by phone.
