NORTHBOUND (Adult): Customer riding Evanston Express to Howard pays 20¢ to trainman and receives
transfer for ride to Skokie. Arriving at Howard on an ‘'L’’-subway train customer pays 20¢ to agent at the
Skokie Swift boarding area on the northbound platform. Only 15¢ is paid, however, when a valid transfer
is presented to the Evanston Express trainman or to the platform agent at Howard.

Boarding the Skokie Swift train at Howard, customer presents transfer to the operator, "Transfer wvH be
returned if needed for continuing trip on Skokae bus,
