Bicycles: Cyclists will be accommodated on a first
come, first serve basis on weekday off-peak and week-
end trains. Bicycles are prohibited on weekday trains
scheduled to arrive in Chicago prior to 9:30 AM and
departing Chicago between 3:00 PM and 7:00 PM, and
during major Chicago special events.

Only three bicycles will be allowed in priority seating
areas on each accessible car. Standard bicycles
cannot exceed 70 inches in length. Individual cyclists
must be 16 years old, cyclists 12-15 must be accompa-
nied by an adult. Children under 12 are not permitted.
