CONNECTING SERVICES

CTA Connections. At Union Station downtown, most CTA
buses board on Canal or Jackson, including popular routes to
North Michigan Avenue and lllinois Center.

Board CTA Blue Line trains at the Clinton/Congress subway

station, two blocks south of Union Station. Board CTA Brown,
Orange, and Purple Line trains at the Quincy/Wells Elevated
Station, three blocks east of Union Station.

Seasonal service is also available to the United Center,
Soldier Field and the Lakefront Museums.

Outside of downtown, CTA buses connect or are within
walking distance of all stations between Mont Clare and
Western Avenue.

PACE Connections. Pace buses connect with Metra trains at
a number of suburban stations, primarily at peak rush hour
periods.

Children’s Weekday Fares — Children 6 and under ride free
when accompanied by a fare-paying adult (up to three children
free per adult). Children 7-11 save approximately 50% on a
One-Way ticket.

If Metra
personnel discover young children left unattended, the proper
authorities will be notified.
