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WHAT IS
DIAL-A - RIDE?

DIAL-A-RIDE is a transit service by
which you can travel anywhere with-
in the Village of Deerfield & to
Northbrook Court. Curb-to-Curb
service is provided in response to
your telephone call, except when you
are leaving Deerbrook Mall or Deer-
field Commons, from which service is
provided on a fixed schedule. From
those shopping Centers just board
the bus at the scheduled time and tell
the driver where you want to go. The
bus may pick-up or drop-off other
passengers who are travelling in the
same direction.

dispatcher:

The dispatcher will inform you if
the pick-up will take more than
twenty minutes. Please be ready
when the bus arrives so-that service
will be better for everyone.

When Does DIAL-
A-RIDE Operate?

DIAL-A-RIDE will operate from
8:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m., Monday
thru Friday.

Calls should be made at least
thirty minutes from the end of
scheduled service time to insure
pick-up.

DIAL-A-RIDE does not operate
on the following holidays:

® Fourth of July @®Christmas Day

There will be no pick-ups at
Northbrook Court on weekdays
after 3:30 p.m.

What Does it Cost?

How about
Transfers?

You may transfer to or from any
RTA fixed route service, such as
NORTRAN Route 212 at Northbrook
Court. Transfers on the DIAL-A-RIDE
bus will be issued to adults for 10¢,
and to passengers paying half fare for
5C. Transfers from RTA fixed route
bus service will be accepted, although
adults must pay an additional 20¢,
and passengers paying half fare fares
must pay an additional 15¢ to use the
DIAL-A-RIDE service. Transfers may
not be used for return trips.

When do buses
leave the
Shopping Centers?

Tuesday through Friday buses will
pick up passengers from Deerbrook
Mall and Deerfield Commons at 9:00
a.m., 10:00 a.m. and 11:00 a.m., and
then every half hour until 4:00 p.m.

Wait for buses at bus stop areas at
Deerbrook Mall and at Deerfield
Commons.
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
