In response to community concerns regarding
substantial ridership decreases on the ICG and
over-crowding on nearby CTA routes caused by

the increase in commuter rail fares, RTA's central-
ized, multimodal planning staff worked closely with
ICG, CTA and community citizens to design an ex-
perimental fare integration program. The six-month
test that began March 1 reduced fares on ICG Zones 1
and 2 and extended Zone 2 on the South Chicago
Branch to 9lst Street. Also, passengers presenting
weekly or monthly ICG tickets pay a 60¢ feeder bus
fare on CTA buses to ICG stations in Hyde Park, South
Shore and South Chicago neighborhoods.

The success of the experiment is contingent on
ridership shifting from CTA to ICG, causing a
reduction in CTA bus service and a considerable
cost savings. If the June evaluation of the test
shows no savings are possible on the CTA, the
experiment will cease.
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
