FREE TRAIN CONNECTIONS DOWNTOWN

Between HRed Line & Blue Line subways:
Exit at Washington or Jackson, then walk
DOWNSTAIRS from train platform to the
other subway.

Between Loop Elevated lines (Erown,
Urange, Purple): Exit at Washington/Wells,
Clark/Lake, or Adams/Wabash. Stay on
the same platform or use overhead
walkway to other platform.

Between Blue Line subway & Loop Elevated
lines: Exit at Clark/Lake; walk or use
elevators between subway & elevated
stations thru State of lllinois Center building
or 203 N. LaSalle building.

Between Red Line subway & Loop Elevated
lines: Exit at Washington/State subway
station or State/Lake elevated station.

Obtain a free “train-to-train” transfer from
specially-marked turnstiles. Push button on
turnstile and go through; transfer will “pop
up” on other side.

Buy a “transfer” only if you need to ride a bus
within the next two hours.
