e Every 6 to 10 minutes all day and evening;
every 30 minutes,1-4 a.m.

VISITOR PASSES: Unlimited rides on any CTA route
for time specified after first use (1-day $5, 2-day $9, 3-day
$12, 5-day $18). Card cannot be shared, nor value added.
Purchase at Blue Line train stations (O'Hare, Rosemont,

Cumberland), hotels, Visitor Information Centers, other
locations. Call 312-836-7000.

OTHER PASSES: Good for unlimited rides on CTA for
time specified. Cannot be shared or recharged. 1-day $5;

7-day $20; 30-day $75 (This pass also valid on PACE).
Available at neighborhood currency exchanges, Jewel or
Dominick’s stores, or from CTA's web site.




FROM THE AIRPORT

e O'Hare station is centrally located in
the Airport, between terminals 2 and
3 (under the Hilton Hotel). Follow the
overhead signs:

o After paying your fare at the station, go to
the train platform.

e Trains leave from two platforms. Look for
the overhead sign with the flashing yellow
light. A lit-up arrow points towards the
next train leaving.

o All trains go downtown and make all stops
along the route.

* Train cars do not have luggage racks. There is
room to store items under the seats. For
safety, please do not block aisles or doorways.

* The main downtown stations are in the
subway at Clark/Lake and under Dearborn
Street at Washington, Monroe, and Jackson.

» Stations are always staffed.
